Once again New 

Zealanders featured strongly 

in most age groups with the 

highlight being Gary 

Duberly’s win in the over 45 

age group.  

 This is the second 

consecutive title for Gary 

having won the over 40 age 

group in Christchurch in 

2008.  Barry Gardiner was 

second in over 70 group and 

Judith Casbolt second in 

over 40 group.  

 Other kiwis to do 

well were Kathryn Austin, 

third in the over 45s, Eliza 

MacDonald fourth in the 

over 65s and Trevor Coulter  

fourth in the over 75s.
