
 The NZ Junior Boys team arrived 
back in NZ on the 10th August after a highly 
successful campaign in Ecuador for the 
World Junior Squash Championships. 

In the individual competition, Lance Bed-
does was the best performed of the kiwis, 
making it through to the third round before 
going down to sixth seeded Indian Aditya 
Jagtap. 

New Zealand team-mates Paul Coll, Michael 
Sunderland and Bryce Redman all bowed 
out of the tournament. Coll lost his second 
round match against French third seed Lucas 
Serme 11-4, 11-3, 11-8, while Sunderland 
was also beaten in straight games in his sec-
ond round match against top 16 seed Farhan 
Zaman from Pakistan. Redman had earlier 
lost his opening round clash against Can-
ada's Arjun Gupta 3-0. 

The NZ team were seeded 11th ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ǘŜŀƳΩǎ 
event and were in a pool with Guatemala

ing Guatemala 3-0. This set up a thrilling en-
counter with Mexico with the 11th seeded 
kiwis upsetting sixth seeded Mexico 2-1, to 
finish top of Group F. Paul Coll started the 
ball rolling with a thrilling victory over Miled 
Zarazou, who was seeded 7th in the individ-
ual draw, twice coming back from a game 
down to win 3-2. Unfortunately Michael 
Sunderland could not continue the winning 
run, going down 3-1. This left it up to Lance 
Beddoes to secure the win. After being 

down two matches, Beddoes stepped up a 
gear and won the next two games to level at 2-
2. After a couple of magnificent shots in the 
fifth Beddoes took it out 3-2. 

This set up a top 16 knock out clash with un-
seeded Venezuela, who made it through to the 
top 16 after South Africa accidently played 
their team out of order and were forced to de-

 In the fifth to eighth playoff the NZ team came up against Germany and caused another 
 ǳǇǎŜǘ ǾƛŎǘƻǊȅΣ ōŜŀǘƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ƴƛƴǘƘ ǎŜŜŘŜŘ DŜǊƳŀƴΩǎ н-1. Coll lost 2-3 to Rudi Rohlmuller, 
who was seeded fourth in the individual event. Sunderland then won in four games which left 
the decider to Beddoes which he went on to win 3-1. 

NZ faced India in the fifth and sixth playoff, going down 2-1. Coll again got NZ off to a flying start, 
overcoming Aditya Jagtap, who was seeded sixth in the individual event. Unfortunately Beddoes 
could not continue the momentum, going down in a thrilling four set battle. The strong Indian 
number three then overcame Redman 3-0. 

NZ finished sixth at the Championships - the best result from a NZ team since 1992.

The eighth seeded kiwi then 
faced Ireland's Aisling Blake 
in the second round - bat-
tling to a five game victory 
to reach the quarter finals. 
Hawkes twice relinquished a 
one game lead, but eventu-
ally triumphed 11-9, 9-11, 
11-7, 8-11, 11-6. She took 
on third seed Alison Waters 
in the quarters, unfortu-
nately going down 11-5, 11-
9, 11-7. 

Joelle King, the defending 
Australian Open Champion 
just missed out on a spot in 
the second round, after go-
ing down in five games to 
England's Tania Bailey.  
King looked to have gained 
the upper hand when win-
ning the fourth game 11-0 
to level the match at two-
all, only to lose the fifth 
game decider 11-8. 

 The Australian Open    
 was held in Canberra 
 over     August 12 ς 
 15.  This tournament 
attracted the top male and 

female players in the world, 
being a WISPA Gold tourna-
ment and PSA Super Series 
event. New Zealand had a 
strong contingent in the draws 
and the tournament provided 
excellent exposure for some of

ers.  

Kashif Shuja was the Austra-
lian Open champion in 2008 
had two marathon matches in 
qualifying to make it through 
to the main draw for 2010. His 
first round match was against 
eighth seeded Englishman Pe-
ǘŜǊ .ŀǊƪŜǊΦ {ƘǳƧŀΩǎ ǘƻǳƎƘ ǉǳŀƭƛπ
fying matches caught up with 
him, looking drained in the 
match and unfortunately mak-
ing a few unforced errors to 
eventually lose in three 11-4, 
11-5, 11-3. 

Campbell Grayson also made it 
through qualifying to set up a 
first round match against 
Egyptian world number four 
Karim Darwish. Grayson held 
his own but the experience 
and skill of Darwish was too 
good, winning 11-9, 11-4, 11-
7. 

Martin Knight was the only 
kiwi to come up short in the 
qualifying finals, going down in 
an 89 minute five game battle 
against Malaysian Muhd 
Asyraf Azan. Knight clawed his 
way back from two games 
down to force the match into 
a fifth game decider, but ran 
out of steam as he was beaten 
17-15, 12-10, 7-11, 7-11, 11-8.

The women's event went exactly to plan. Top seed Jaclyn Hawkes remained on target to 
defend her title after a 13-11, 11-4, 11-6 semifinal victory over fourth seed Kylie Lindsay 
to set up a final with second seed Joelle King. King advanced with a convincing 11-5, 11-2, 
11-2 victory over third seed Tamsyn Leevey.
